Summary:
The PPPL Communications Department continued a social media campaign to build buzz around the NSTX-U unveiling. On August 12th, New Jersey General Assemblywomen Elizabeth Muoio (District 15) and Donna Simon (District 16) visited PPPL to talk to summer interns affiliated with the DOE's Summer Undergraduate Laboratory Internship (SULI) program. PPPL Physicist Masaaki Yamada won the 2015 James Clerk Maxwell Prize, and the Laboratory hosted a colloquium presented by Lockheed Martin's Dr. Thomas McGuire on the Lockheed Martin Compact Fusion Reactor. Also, Dan Clery mentioned PPPL in a Science article about a private company in Southern California building a fusion reactor. Other interviews that took place this month have been done by Alex Pashley, a reporter for the British website RTCC that reports on climate news; Dino Grandoni, a freelancer for the New York Times who wanted comment on the entry of private companies into the nuclear fusion field; and Olga Kharif, a reporter for Businessweek who sought comment on the ARC reactor proposed by MIT.
